Australia at last won the ASIAN Championship after 32 years.








Australia had very good success on speed of attack on position 4 and good blocking combined with strong jump serve.  








The teams were based on 5:1 system.








The top 4 teams adapted six back defence system with libero on position 5, opposite and the setter on position 1, outside attacker play position 6.








Most of the team specially the top 4 teams used read blocking and react, very few used commit block.  








Most team sets the ball very fast to position 4 and most team relied on back court attack when they have problems with reception from service.








All setters tried to play the combination quick attack with fast shoot outside position 4 and back court attack from positions 6 and 1 especially during transition.








Most team used the 3 player reception formation, occasionally they used 4 player receive when the server is accurate and strong.  The libero’s are key reception specialist.








The top 4 team, have at least 4 players that use powerful jump serve.  Some players used tactical jump float serve, targeting normal zones.  
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
